SOME DEFINITIONS

ABSTRACT PHOTOGRAPHY
Images created using photography materials and equipment that don’t have an

immediate association with the physical world.

EXPERIMENTAL PHOTOGRAPHY
An experimental photography technique may be defined as anything that one
uses to alter or otherwise change photography in a manner that differs from just

taking a photograph.

IN-CAMERA
Minimum or no post-processing; special effects applied when the photo is taken.

POST-PROCESSING
Editing software used to alter the image.
